A cluster-level training program for 
Agroforestry farmers was held on 8th October 
2025 in Narsinayani Kunta village of 
Anantapuram Mandal. The training was 
attended by 61 farmers from different villages, 
along with REDS staff, and was chaired by Ms. 
Bhanuja, Chief Functionary, REDS.  

The training aimed to educate farmers on 
post-plantation practices and provide a 
practical demonstration about the 
advantages of using Jeevamrutham (a natural 
fertilizer/tonic) preparation at a Bio-plant 
established on farmer Srinivasulu's land. 

Addressing the farmers, Ms. Bhanuja 
explained that the main objectives were to 
review the maintenance practices for saplings 
planted in the previous year's Agroforestry 
project, introduce natural farming methods 
to promote healthy plant growth, and exhibit 
the utility and preparation of the 
Jeevamrutham plant. She also mentioned 
that the organization has used a fruit orchard 
audit to identify areas requiring gap filling and 
informed the farmers that new saplings would 
be distributed soon. She further shared 
updates on the current Carbon Project 
implementation and an upcoming Rural 
Women's Day program.  

Mr. Arun then addressed the farmers who 
received saplings during the 2024-25 year, 
committing to providing 10% gap-filling 
saplings by the 15th of the month, and 
explained the benefits of taking up border 
plantation.  

Mr. Sai Charan addressed farmer queries, 
discussed pest and disease management, 
and recommended intercropping pulses in 
citrus orchards to reduce costs by promoting 
natural farming methods. 



 

The program also included FPO member 
Rajeswari explaining how to prepare 
Jeevamrutham and various concoctions, 
followed by REDS staff Maula detailing the 
need for and preparation of different 
concoctions.  

Subsequently, Mr. Srinivasulu, the farmer of 
the Demo-Plot where the Jeevamrutham unit 
was established, and Ms. Suhasini 
demonstrated the Jeevamrutham preparation 
process.  
Ms. Bhanuja announced that farmers willing 
to use Jeevamrutham could purchase it from 
this unit by paying a nominal fee, which will 
be decided and fixed soon.  

The program concluded after receiving 
feedback from the participating farmers.
